Winter so-called óLay-upô 
Some bikers choice to lay their bikes up over the winter months from May/June to August rather than continue riding in the co ld weather.  
Service First:  If your bike is due for or close to a scheduled service then have it done before you lay up as it may highlight any issues yo u 

may not be aware and which can be addressed during the winter months and as the budget allows.  
Put Your Battery On "Trickle Charge":  Batteries have a habit of losing performance in cold weather so itôs wise to invest in a reputable 

ótrickleô charger. These stay fitted to the bikeôs battery the whole time the bike is in the garage and keep the battery voltage  topped -up. 
Alarms, immobilisers and tracker units all drain power from the main battery so where possible these should be disconnected.  

Lubrication:  Chain and sprockets -  a good coat of a heavy duty lubricant when going in to storage will help prevent oxidisation,  
Pump Up Your Tyres:  Tyre pressures are often forgotten but should be checked PRIOR TO Laying Up as if you store your bike for a pro-

longed period with insufficient pressure in the tyres they will sag under the weight of the bike, and this can damage the sid e w alls of the 
tyre and create flat spots. Preferred thou that the tyres are lifted off the ground with good bike stands to prevent flat spo ts.  

Clean Your Bike:  Clean the bike thoroughly before placing the bike into storage. This should be the most intensive and thorough clean of 
the year. Cover the bike with a bike cover to preserve your hard work.  

Drain The Tank:  Fuel is a fairly major concern as this will cause the biggest problems over the winter if left for months or more. Fuel not 
only goes stale but will also cause oxidisation and varnishing in the fuel tank. It can also ógum-upô other parts of the engine if left, caus-

ing blockages and potentially leaks in the fuel system. You or a service dealer should drain all of the fuel from your bike, inc luding the 

carburetor/throttle bodies, and leave it dry throughout the winter.  
Protect Your Bike: A good quality bike cover is essential to protect your bike from the elements. Keeping the bike dry will be a priority 

and something that you should be checked regularly to prevent problems later.  
When Spring Comes: A tip for when you come to use your bike for the first time after a long period in storage you should take the time to 

open the air box on the bike, check inside air ducts and behind large fairings for mice and other small rodents. Air intake d uct s, air 

boxes and storage pockets all make excellent nesting boxes for small mammals and birds seeking refuse during the cold winters . I f you 

suspect something may have been living in your bike over the winter be sure to inspect all wiring thoroughly before staring a s l ooms are 
prone to being chewed and their wraps turned into bedding!  

ALTERNATIVE TO LAYING UP : Purchase good quality layered biking jacket, pants, thermal [vests, leggings, socks, glove inserts, buffs] 
and ride throughout the winter months like a real biker does and saving you the hassle of Laying Up the Bike.
